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Rosecroft Curriculum Intent for Art and Design

At Rosecroft Primary School it is our intent that children both know and experience Art and Design. We recognise that Art and Design embodies some of the highest forms of creativity, tapping into innovation, imagination and thought. Our curriculum allows pupils to appreciate and interpret what they observe, communicate how they think and feel, and make what they imagine and invent.  
Our curriculum is designed so that pupils can come to know Art and Design through the acquisition of key skills and the exploration famous artists so that they may appreciate how the subject reflects history and contributes to the culture, creativity and wealth of our nation. 
 We believe pupils should also experience Art and Design in a way that is relevant to their lives. They are encouraged to use the work of others as a stimulus for their own creativity, expressing their thoughts, feelings and ideas using and experimenting with a range of materials and subject matters. 
The implementation of our Art and Design Curriculum is based on the scheme AccessArt. Children are first introduced to the subject in the Early Years Foundation Stage where they have the opportunity to explore 7 key areas of exploration over 2 years. In Key Stage 1 and Key Stage 2 children build upon artistic fundamental skills through three pathways: drawing and sketchbooks, surface and colour, and working in three dimensions. Each term focuses on a different pathway, with every year group working within the same pathway at the same time, providing a clear foundation of skills to be built upon and direction of future learning.
