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Rosecroft Curriculum Intent, Implementation and Impact Statement for History
At Rosecroft, History is an exciting and engaging part of our school’s curriculum aimed at inspiring pupils to be curious and creative thinkers who develop a complex knowledge of local and national history and the history of the wider world.  We want all pupils leave primary school equipped with an understanding of the past that paves the way for their future. History has a high profile and our classes are named after influential historical figures to inspire the children.
Throughout their journey in History, pupils will acquire a breadth of knowledge of places and people, and significant events through time. Pupils will be given the opportunity to develop their ability to ask perceptive questions, think critically, analyse evidence, examine arguments, develop judgement, and understand differing perspectives. Our curriculum supports children to develop empathy for others while providing an opportunity to learn from mankind’s past mistakes. We intend that these skills will support pupils to reflect on the constant process of historical change and the diverse nature of societies and relationships, equipping them as global citizens to face the challenges of their lifetime. 
Our curriculum aims to support pupils in building their understanding of chronology in each year group, making connections between periods of time and developing a chronologically-secure knowledge of History that starts in EYFS and follows through to transitional unit preparing pupils to continue their History learning in KS3.
We have chosen to use the Kapow Scheme of work as the basis for our curriculum at Rosecroft. There are two EYFS units focused on each of the history-related Development matters statements. In Key stage 1 and 2, units are organised around an enquiry-based question and children are encouraged to follow the enquiry cycle (Question, Investigate, Interpret, Evaluate and conclude, Communicate) when answering historical questions. Over the course of the scheme, children develop their understanding of the following key disciplinary concepts: Change and continuity, Cause and consequence, Similarities and differences, Historical significance, Historical interpretations, Sources of evidence. 
At Rosecroft we begin each History unit with a link to prior learning, vocabulary study and knowledge organiser/‘front page’, supporting children in their use and using the interactive timelines to enable children to plot new learning on their individual timeline kept in their book.  Children will respond to three questions at the start of a unit and then revisit the same three questions in the final lesson. This is our assessment model. Lessons begin with the sharing of the learning intention. Working walls are used to reinforce and consolidate children’s learning. Key facts and vocabulary are displayed along with time lines.
We ensure that British values and Citizenship are interwoven in the planning, teaching and learning of History at Rosecroft. Black History Month (October) and Women’s History Month (March) are celebrated, as are national anniversaries e.g. 80th D-day and VE day, across the school through assemblies and projects. 
The impact of our curriculum can be constantly monitored through both formative and summative assessment opportunities. Furthermore, each unit starts with three key questions that are revisited at the end of a unit to capture progress. After the implementation of the curriculum, pupils will be will be critical and analytical thinkers who are able to make informed and balanced judgements based on their knowledge of the past.
