· Understanding of the beliefs and practices of a Dharmic tradition, e.g. Hinduism
· Understanding of connections between Abrahamic religions, e.g. Christianity, Judaism and Islam.
· The local context.
· Build upon learning at KS1, provide foundations for KS3

More time should be spent on Christianity than any other individual religion or worldview. A minimum of 35% of allocated curriculum time should be spent on (1) and a minimum of 20% on each of (2). The remainder on (3).

5. Pupils will know the Christian link between following the ten commandments and going to heaven after death. 
6. Pupils will know that Christians believe that God, heaven and Jesus are eternal.

1. Pupils will know the concept of Jihad and how this can be interpreted.

	Key Question: 
How significant is it that Mary was Jesus' mother? 

1. Pupils will know why Mary was so important as the mother of Jesus. 
2. Pupils will know how different sources of evidence depict Mary and what we can learn from them. 
3. Pupils will know why Mary was chosen as the mother of Jesus. 
4. Pupils will know the meaning of the word Incarnation and that Jesus was God’s son not Joseph’s. 



	Key Question: 
How significant is it that Mary was Jesus' mother? 
1. Pupils will know the reasons that some people believe it’s a strong religion – religious festivals, people going to church, large number of believers. 
2. Pupils will know the reasons against it being a strong religion e.g., Christmas lost its meaning and less churches.
