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Rosecroft Curriculum Intent for Writing
At Rosecroft we intend for every child to consider themselves as both a reader and a writer, knowing you can’t have an imaginative writer, without the foundations of a wide range of literature digested over time. 
Once a reading culture is developed in our school, the oral skills are transferred to transcription. At Rosecroft, we recognise that quality writing emerges from a process of discussion and debate, immersion in a text and a variety of writing opportunities. Children become confident writers, who produce work that is of a high standard. Acknowledging the importance spoken language has to play in the development of writing, they have opportunities to explore and sequence their ideas verbally throughout the school consciously building upon a bank of carefully developed toolkits stored in their memory, which develop and secure the stepping stones needed to write fluently in a range of genres, with the correct grammar and established vocabulary and finally stamina needed to engage the reader. To achieve this, we teach writing through a ‘Writing for Purpose’ curriculum. This is developed and planned as a spiral curriculum focusing on a specific success criterion each half term. To create enthusiastic and creative writers, writing is based upon a diverse and interesting range of high-quality texts and, at every stage from planning through to drafting, revising and editing, is modelled by the teacher. Children are taught how to be response partners with their peers and to both give constructive feedback and receive it in a positive way. By the time children have left our primary school, they have experienced a range of text types, genres and styles. Grammar and punctuation permeate every lesson with daily SPaG starters built into all lessons from Y1-Y6. Sentence construction is at the core of our curriculum and a consistent approach is used throughout the school. The Leitner System is used to support pupils’ understanding of the vocabulary associated with grammar and punctuation which provides pupils with the opportunity to transfer this knowledge into their writing. Writing opportunities are also fostered in other curriculum areas where possible.
Beginning in the Early Years setting, we offer both fine and gross motor skills, opportunities. We appreciate that children’s bones are not fully formed at this young age, so strengthening work and coordination activities are blended with handwriting development. Free writing stations are provided in Nursery and Reception to encourage early mark making and jottings.  Handwriting is developed using the Little Wandle letter formation scheme. Teachers model holding a pencil in a tripod grip and forming each letter correctly, using pens on whiteboards in collaboration with pencil on page. Work is always encouraged to be presented to the highest standard possible and to adopt the correct posture when sitting. Natural preferences when holding a pencil for left or right-handed children are nurtured. Interventions are provided for those pupils who require it. This is built on in Year 1 to include the correct formation of capital letters and digits and the formation of letters using diagonal and horizontal joins is introduced in the summer term of Year 2. From Year 3 onwards, pupils are taught to write cursively. Letter formation and joins are revisited at the start of every academic year and spellings are practised in handwriting lessons.
Having followed the Little Wandle scheme to teach spelling in EYFS and Year 1, from Year 2, we begin to use Spelling Shed to help us deliver the National Curriculum requirements for spelling. To produce accurate and confident spellers, we use dictionaries, Try Pads, the English Alphabetic Code and word mats containing National Curriculum spellings to support pupils and focus on sounding out words using syllables before breaking each syllable down into its phonemes . We complete spelling dictations once a week to consolidate transcription skills.
